“When | look back to that day, the day on which | first met Jesus, | see it as a great
turning point in my life. For many years | had been both deaf and dumb and practically
unable therefore to communicate with the people around me. One day the people of my
village seemed very excited. They all stopped work and ran to the centre of the village.
Two of my friends took hold of me and before | knew what was happening. | found myself
standing face to face before a man | had never seen before.

Putting his hand on my shoulder he led me away from the crowd and started to act most
strangely at first, he put his fingers in his ears, then he spat and finally he touched my
tongue. Suddenly | realised what he was doing. He was telling my by sign language what
he was going to do — he was going to make me hear and speak. He then looked up to
heaven; | saw his lips move (later | learnt what he said) and immediately | was able to
hear and speak fluently.

Isn’t the ability to hear a marvellous gift? It was then that | realised why Jesus had taken
me away from the crowd for he was talking to me softly and quietly and | could hear the
birds singing and the trees rustling in the breeze. By the time we returned to the crowd,
my ears were becoming accustomed to many different types of noises and although the
babble of the crowd’s voices jarred a little, my ears were able to cope with it.
