Proverbs 12:15 “The way of a fool seems right to him, but a wise man listens 
to advice.”
Proverbs 13:10 ”Pride breeds only quarrels, but wisdom is found in those who 
take advice.”

If we’re arrogant enough to think we know what life’s all  about it’s worth bearing in 
mind that so do most fools! I certainly feel we can all  learn from this first proverb 
and make sure that we stay good at listening. Remember that the wisest people 
are usually the ones that are also receptive to what others have to say. Speaking 
personally this includes listening to what God, the ultimate source of wisdom, has 
to say.
